- JEWELLERY: one-of-a-kind pieces or limited editions, in gold, silver or bronze,
adorned with superb Tahiti pearls. Her precious jewellery tells a story. Some very
fine works represent subtle references; others are a celebration of the power of
nature.

- ORNAMENTS ébjets de mair): miniature or very large, these wooden sculptures
catch both the light and the eye due to the mix of“rough” and polished matters.

- “BARE FACED: representations of forgotten peoples. Gathy Specht captures the
irreducible part of human dignity amid the world’s imbalances.

- “FACES OF CHILDHOOD": smiles and dreams, faces full fohope from far-off lands.
An invitation to ponder on all that is intrinsicall y precious.

A graduate of the Strasbourg school of decorative arts, Cathy expresses her art in jewellery
and tableware.

After training with Lalique, she has honed her craf t with other great names, such as Daum,
Baccarat, Swarowski or Point a la Ligne...

Objects,
people and their culture are just some of the subje cts that nourish her imagination to
produce theme-based innovative, sensual pieces in adesign full of vitality and harmony.
